Preparing for your

Driving Test

1. Arrive 15 minutes prior to your scheduled
appointment and park in the designated driving
test parking space or a space closest to the
office entrance.

2. You will be required to provide a vehicle in
safe operating condition to perform the test. The
vehicle must be clean, sanitary, and free of debris.

3. The vehicle must pass a basic inspection prior to
testing. Inspection failure will result in appointment
cancellation and reschedulin%of the test. Additional
information can be provided by the front desk.

4. The vehicle must have proof of valid registration and
insurance.

5. During the driving test, the examiner will give you
directions on where to go and what to do next. Do not
hesitate to ask your examiner to clarify requests.

6. Remain calm and obey all speed limits and traffic
laws. There are no tricks on the test.

7. Please discuss the need for an interpreter prior to
starting the test. You need to provide the interpreter
who must be at least 18 years old, present at the time
of check-in and fluent in both English and the
translated language.

8. During the test you will be required to perform basic
operating maneuvers.

9. After the testis completed, the examiner will review
your test results with you. If you disqualify you will be
asked to study or practice and reschedule to test on
another day.

10.The driving test may be delayed or canceled due to
inclement weather.

11.Initial driving test is $6.25; each subsequent test is
$26.25.

12.If you have lost your learner's permit or need an
address or name change, there will be an additional

25 fee.
