Credential with name change will be mailed by FLDACS 
within 90 days 

• Certified court documentation reflecting the final 
disposition of any convictions or adjudications 
withheld 

• Any applicant born outside the United States must 
provide documentation from United States 
Citizenship and Immigration Services (USCIS) proving 
US Permanent Resident or US Citizen status (such as 
US Permanent Resident Card, US Passport, Certificate 
of Citizenship, Consular Report of Birth, etc.)

• For Renewal applications, out-of-state residents will 
be fingerprinted prior to renewal of their concealed 
weapon license and the credential will be mailed 
from the Florida Department of Agriculture and 
consumer services (FDACS).
